This expression is used to say that you don’t know a specific number, but you know                               
it lies within a certain range.   
 
 

Expression  Range  Example 

In the teens  Between 13 and 19  I’m not sure how old my 
niece is, but I know she’s 
in the teens. 

In the hundreds  Between 100 and 999  He couldn’t remember 
how much the electricity 
bill was, but it was 
definitely in the hundreds.  

In the thousands  Between 1,000 and 
9,999 

I don’t know how many 
people responded to the 
survey, but I know it was 
in the thousands. 

In the tens of thousands  Between 10,000  and 
99,999 

The number of cars 
swept away in the flood 
was in the tens of 
thousands. 

In the hundreds of 
thousands 

Between 100,000 and 
999,999 

The death toll was in the 
hundreds of thousands 
following the natural 
disaster. 

In the millions  Between 1,000,000 and 
9,999,999 

The number of people 
affected by the virus is in 
the millions.   
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
