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Now you know the transport in English, 
but we need to learn the verbs to 

describe how we move on these means 
of transport. Let’s take a look...
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walk

This is the movement for humans. To move 
your own feet and legs to move. 
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run

This is also a movement for humans. To 
move your own feet and legs to move, but 

very fast. 
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drive

This is the movement in a vehicle. You have 
control of the vehicle. 

✏ Drive a car
✏ Drive a bus
✏ Drive a lorry
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fly

This is movement in the air.

✏ Fly a plane
✏ Fly a helicopter
✏ Fly a spaceship
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ride

This is movement when you are physically 
on top of the vehicle.

✏ Ride a bicycle
✏ Ride a motorbike
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take

This is movement when you are on public 
transport and you do not control the vehicle.

✏ Take a bus
✏ Take a train
✏ Take a taxi
