
Adjective Endings

Adjectives can use an ED or ING adjective ending. The spelling rules are the same
as for the past participle and present participle but the functions are different.

ED Ending Recipient of emotion
Refers to people

I am really bored today.

ING Ending Source of emotion
Refers to objects

The film was really boring.
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
